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Britt Salvesen joined LACMA in October 2009 as curator and head of the Wallis
Annenberg Photography Department and the Prints and Drawings Department.
Previously, she was director and chief curator at the Center for Creative Photography
(CCP), University of Arizona. Prior to joining CCP, Salvesen was associate curator of
prints, drawings, and photographs at the Milwaukee Art Museum and associate editor
of scholarly publications at the Art Institute of Chicago. She received her MA from the

Courtauld Institute of Art and her PhD from the University of Chicago.
